England and Its Colonies

Terms and Names to Know:
Mercantilism – the practice of regulating colonial trade for the profit of the Mother country.

Parliament – a group in England that makes laws

Navigation Acts – laws enacted by Parliament to tighten control of trade in its American colonies

Salutary neglect – English policy of relaxing the enforcement of regulations in its colonies in return for the colonies’ continued economic loyalty
cash crop – a crop grown by a farmer for sale rather than for personal use

plantation – a large farm on which the labor of slaves or other workers is used to grow cash crops

slaves – people forced to work without pay or rights and considered to be property of the owner
indentured servants – a person who has agreed to work for another for a limited period in return for travel expenses, food, and shelter. 

Triangular trade – trade between Africa, the West Indies, and New England

Middle Passage – the voyage of slaves from Africa to the New World

Stono Rebellion – slave uprising in 1739 in South Carolina, leading to the tightening of already harsh slave laws

Benjamin Franklin – Colonial leader who tried to unite the colonies (Albany Plan of Union) under one government during the French and Indian War

New France – French empire in North America


French & Indian War - a conflict in North America that was part of a world-wide struggle between France and England that ended with the defeat of France and the transfer of French Canada to Britain
George Washington – Virginia militiaman sent by the British to the Ohio Country

William Pitt – prime minister and secretary of state of Britain; credited for turning the tide of the war for the British

Treaty of Paris – the 1763 treaty that ended the French and Indian War


smuggling – illegal trading done by the colonial traders that violated the Navigation Acts

Pontiac’s Rebellion – a war waged by Indians of the Great Lakes region against British rule after the French and Indian War.

Key Concepts to Consider:
· The colonies included three regions – the northern or New England colonies, the southern colonies, and the middle colonies
· Colonists began to show independence and responsibility in the 1700s

· Enslaved Africans suffered from triangular trade

· American merchants ignored Great Britain’s trade laws. As a result, the British passed more laws to control trade in the colonies

· Problems developed between Great Britain and France 

· The French and Indian War took place between 1754 and 1763

· France surrendered to the British and signed the Treaty of Paris (1763) ending the War
